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Overview   
Journey to the jewel of east Africa!  Tanzania’s dramatic 
landscape is refuge to some of Africa’s largest and most 
exquisite wildlife populations. Among the soft prairie grass 
and acacia trees, expansive herds of wildlife such as 
wildebeest, elephant and zebra all roam free.  
 
Beyond its spectacular beauty, Tanzania has warm, 
welcoming and loving people that make it an ideal setting

with local community leaders in orphanages, teaching 
school and building much needed village structures. Over 
the weekend, you will encounter an extraordinary array of 
wildlife while on safari in some of the most celebrated 
animal parks in the world.   
 

Community Service  
We will work at the local village schools and 
orphanages helping staff fix up their facilities by 
painting and building playgrounds for the 
children.  In addition, you will have the 
opportunity to help the children practice their 
English and math skills by teaching in primary 
classes, and playing educational games. 
Students will receive 40 hours of community 
service for the 21 day Flagship program and 30 
hours for the 14 day experience.   

 

Learning   
In addition to community service, you will learn about Tanzania’s rich culture.  Specifically, you 
will experience the traditions of the Chagga people who live around Mount Kilimanjaro, including 
visits to their coffee farms and banana plantations.  You will also learn about and meet members 
of the Maasai nomadic tribes who follow their livestock and adhere to no countries borders. 
Although English is widely spoken, you will also learn to speak some Swahili.  You will learn from 
guest speakers about social issues facing the community, such as the HIV/AIDS epidemic and 
the history of east Africa and even participate in art workshops such as batik, bead making, and 
wood carving.

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Exploration 
In addition to spending a day hiking around the base of Mount Kilimanjaro to a stunning waterfall, 
you will also visit some of the world’s most spectacular safari 
parks.  Over the weekend you will visit three of the world’s 
most famous wildlife reserves: Ngorogoro Crater, Tarangire 
National Park, and Lake Manyara.  During the weekend safari, 
You will have the opportunity to get up close to zebras, lions, 
leopards, elephants, wildebeest, rhinos, flamingos and many, 
many other species in their natural habitat.   

Lodging 
Students and staff will live together in the GLA home base 
which is a traditional African lodge, a small cluster of houses 
with a wall around it, located in a village about 10 minutes 
away from the town of Moshi.  Four students will share a room 
with a private bathroom.  There is no internet access in the 
village, but students can purchase calling cards in town. Food 
will be hearty Tanzanian food that consists mainly of meats, 
fruits, vegetables, rice, beans and ugali, a dough-like food 
staple that is typical in East Africa.  During the weekend safari, we’ll stay in a clean, safe lodge 
near the national parks.   

Schedule (Disclaimer: Actual activities may vary from this schedule) 

Day 1: Saturday - Arrival and Welcome 
Students will arrive at Kilimanjaro International Airport (JRO) in Tanzania on the day that the 
program begins. GLA staff will meet the students at the airport and then travel together to the 
lodging site in Moshi. 
 

Day 2: Sunday - Orientation Day 
Students will spend the morning 
learning about current social, political, 
and cultural issues in Tanzania and 
the surrounding area in the village of 
Moshi. The group will also become 
oriented with the program, rules, 
expectations, schedule of activities 
and projects for the week. Lunch will 
include a food orientation on the 
traditional foods in Tanzania. The 
afternoon will include a crash course 
on Swahili, the local language.  The 
group will walk then through the 
village of Moshi to practice their new 
phrases and meet their neighbors. 

 
Week 1: Monday – Thursday Service and Learning 
 
The group will become oriented with their volunteer sites and work each day in a nearby 
orphanage, school or shelter.  During the week we will continue learning new phrases in Swahili 
to communicate at the orphanage and with the village locals.  We will learn about the extent of 
poverty some locals face on a daily basis and the extensive efforts to alleviate it in the region. We 
will learn about the history of Tanzania and learn about the country’s Arab and Portuguese 
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influences, state independence, and the Ugandan invasion in 1978.  In the afternoons, you will 
have different workshops focusing on batik artwork, leadership, and local agriculture.   
 
Weekend 1: Friday- Sunday– Safari & National Parks 
Students will rise early to depart Moshi and head to 
Arusha to visit a Maasai Women’s Empowerment Group.  
From there, we will head out to a full day safari drive in 
Tarangire National Park.  We will encounter diverse 
wildlife including elephants, giraffes, buffalo, wildebeests, 
monkeys, lions and leopards. On Saturday, the group 
will embark on an all day tour of the world-famous 
Ngorongoro Crater, which is the remnant of the world’s 
tallest mountain and volcano before it exploded and 
collapsed two million years ago. The crater floor is one 
of the most densely crowded game areas in the world 

and is home to over 
30,000 animals and 
wildlife including the 
black rhino and cheetah. 
Students will be given box lunches to enjoy each day during the 
drive.  We’ll spend Friday & Saturday night at a rustic lodge near 
the parks.  On Sunday after a hearty breakfast, students will 
enjoy their last safari excursion to Lake Manyara, which is well 
known for its hippos and troops of baboons.  We will visit a 
banana plantation and sample red bananas before heading back 
to home base. 
 
Week 2: Monday – Wednesday Service & Learning 
The group will return to working on their community service 
projects in the morning and afternoons will be spent in various 
workshops and activities. We will have a batik workshop, shop for 
food to donate to a local orphanage, and visit an NGO working to 
teach youth the benefits of tradition through music and dance. 
We will also host engaging guest speakers to discuss issues 

such as Tanzanian public education or the effects of poaching.  Students on the 14-day program 
will wrap up their service work and bid farewell to the schools and children. 
 
Day 13: Thursday - Kilimanjaro 
Students will spend the day hiking the base of Mount 
Kilimanjaro, the world’s highest free-standing, snow-covered 
equatorial mountain.  During the hike students will stop at a 
waterfall and visit the caves where the Chagga people hid 
from Maasai raiders years ago.  Students on the 14-day 
program will enjoy a dance party with local children and a 
farewell outdoor barbecue before departing on Friday (Day 14).  
Students on the 21-day program will stay overnight on Mount 
Kilimanjaro and enjoy the traditional songs and dances of local 
Chagga people who live on the mountain. 
 
 
 Weekend 2: Friday – Sunday / 21 day Flagship Progr am 
Continues Maasai Culture & Market 
On Friday students will wake up early to view the breathtaking 
sunrise from Mount Kilimanjaro. We will then explore the 
mountain further to learn about medicinal plants and how 
coffee is harvested. Later we head back to Moshi and stay the night at our home base.  On 
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Saturday the group will depart to see a 
traditional Maasai boma and meet people 
from this nomadic culture and witness a 
traditional ceremony.  Students will participate 
in a beadmaking workshop with Maasai 
women.  We will spend the night at a safe, 
clean lodge near Arusha.  On Sunday 
morning we will explore the city of Arusha and 
do some shopping at Maasai markets. Many 
travelers purchase the Tanzanite gem since 
Tanzania is the only place in the world where 
the gem is found.  Before heading back to 

Moshi students will tour the international court established by the United Nations in 1995 to 
uphold human rights. 
 
Week 3: Monday – Thursday Service & Learning 
In the mornings we will continue our intensive 
community service projects.  In the afternoons 
students will complete their leadership 
development activities and visit a local non-profit 
organization.  They will also visit large food market 
where students can interact with local farmers and 
learn about the Tanzanian economy. In the 
evenings, local seamstresses will visit the 
students to help them design their own clothing 
and handbags made from recycled rice bags and 
popular Kitenge cloths.  We’ll close the program 
with a final farewell banquet. 
 
Departure Day: Saturday 
After breakfast and final goodbyes, everyone begins the journey home.
